Here is a quick update on where we stand through November on Church Finances.  
 
Our Fund Balance at the end of November hit the highest level of the past year at $24,069.  
Weekly giving has remained steady and our expenses are down due to the reduced monthly 
mortgage payment and the reduced pastoral expenses.    
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
As of December 15th our Income Statement for the year showed a positive balance of $4,599 
vs. a yearly projection of $-7,660.  So we were running $12,259 ahead of budget at that time.   
We paid a large bill of $2,200 for sealing the parking lot and that reduced our budget surplus 
from what we had in November.  However, we are still running significantly ahead of budget. 
 
At the December Finance Team meeting, the committee agreed to pay $1,700 in Conference 
apportionments due to our surplus vs. budget.  This will be the first time in many years that we 
have paid any part of our Conference apportionments. 
 
So in this time of difficult recession, our Church Finances are doing just fine.  However, our 
mortgage payment will go up $1,200/month next year, so it will be a little more challenging 
financially.  However, I am sure we will find ways to keep things going.  We always have.
